Overview of PIMSE Grant.

PIMSE Fellows responsibilities

Visit school once a week for the whole day or twice a week for part of the day.

Meet with teacher before or after school to plan how you will participate in the classroom and discuss best practices with the ASSISTments.

“Teach” in the classroom each visit.  I put teach in quotes because this just means working with students in small groups or monitoring 3 kids or going over data from ASSISTments.  Each teaching event should involve ASSISTments but it does not have to be in the lab.  

Present your research to the students “Get to know the Fellow” Talk.  Many teachers wish they had done this in late Sep or early Oct so the kids could know more about the fellow.

Meet with Cristina and the other PIMSE Fellows for 1 hour every other week.   We will:

· Share experiences in the classroom

· Practice our research presentations and fine-tune them for the Middle School and High School student population.

Inspire the students to study more Science, Technology, Engineering and Math (STEM).

Build content and/or ASSISTment features to aid the teacher in their goals with ASSISTments.  

Respond to all evaluation forms

Teachers obligation and benefit working with the PIMSE Fellow

Meet with fellow before or after school to plan for their participation in the class and lab.

Develop a routine that involves the fellow in working with the students in some capacity each week. Much of this is done over the summer.
Use the ASSISTment System on a regular basis with your students.
Take the MME class or attend the Workshops at WPI
